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New York and London, where he worked in theater, dance, and modeling. Even while
acting and dancing in stage productions, Lightfoot continued to draw, sometimes sketching
stage tableaux while waiting in the wings. In 1971, the artist returned home to Tucson,
where he worked in decorative arts and began to paint in earnest.

Lightfoots work has been shown widely over the American West, in colonial cities
of Mexico, and in the arts districts of Florida. Curators admire the composition and
design elements of his paintings, whether the Native American subjects for which he has
long been known and celebrated, or for the more recent oliquid sensualityo of brilliant
Michoacan fruit - prompting comparisons with the work of Frida Kahlo. One Mexican
writer states that Lightfoot imbues a still life with such emotion and passion, that even
one fruit is a landscape. His newest work is a dance of colour and vibrant application
of paint; the composition blends his classic motifs with a freshly articulated subject.
Whether his subjects are proud roosters or realistic native pgures, his work is a testament
to a life of artistic clarity.

Mr. Lightfoot, who lives and paints in Armory Park, has selected paintings of varying
themes for this exhibit. Large paintings with religious themes speak of his interest in
religious art of Mexico and Europe. His signature portraits of Hopi, Navajo, Zuni, and
Mexican Indians are rendered In clear, light-plled desert colors: brown, red, tan, yellow,
along with the blues of sky and shadow. His people seem one with the very textiles that
they wear or the robes and pots that serve as backdrop. They appear still in a swirling
world of geometric form. In addition to Mr. Lightfoots paintings and drawings, some
of his beautifully rendered and limited edition lithographs are for sale.

Mr. Lightfoot will greet guests and friends at the Artist Reception on April 22 where
Old Fort Lowell neighbors will host a Fiesta from 6:30 to 9 pm.
